Greensborough 
Historical Society
Local history buffs can delve into the 
region’s heritage in comfort after Council 
extended the Greensborough Historical 
Society Resource Centre. The 
comprehensive $150,000 refurbishment 
was completed recently. It included 
accessibility improvements with new 
entrance ramps and an accessible toilet, 
removing asbestos and partitions, and 
upgrading the main entrance, adding new 
flooring, doors, painting, fences and 
landscaping.

Council is investing $600,000 to improve 
the road surface, kerbs and drainage on 
Rangeview Road between Old Eltham 
Road and Main Road.
